Will I get a place on an ESOL course?

ESOL courses at City Lit are very popular and we cannot offer everyone a place on a course. We recommend that you also apply to other colleges offering ESOL courses.  Pick up a leaflet from the information and advice shop or the enrolment counter on the ground floor at City Lit for details of other colleges in London.
If you are unable to get a place on a February course, we will keep your details and contact you when our new courses are ready, for September 2012.

Our ESOL courses

Our ESOL courses are for adults who want to improve their speaking, listening, reading and writing skills.  

We run classes from beginners (entry 1) through to level 2.  
Our courses are prioritised for people who have lived in the UK for 2 or more years. 
Can I enrol onto an ESOL course?

· You may be able to enrol if you have only recently arrived in the UK,  however we will prioritise spaces for those students who have been living and settled in the UK for 2 years or more.

· Yes, if you are a refugee living in the UK.

· Yes, if you have been in the UK for 1 year on a husband/wife or civil partner visa.

What is the first step for enrolling onto an ESOL course?

Please telephone 020 7492 2511 from 10am on Wednesday February 1st 2012 to book an appointment for an assessment.  We need to assess you to see what level your English skills are. After your assessment, we may then offer you a place on a course.  
What should I bring with me for my appointment?
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Your passport or photo ID card
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Your home office documents 
or NASS support letters
· Any other document that shows you have been living in the UK for 2 or more years. For example, tenancy agreements or utility bills.  
· Any English or ESOL certificates.
· If you are receiving benefits, please bring your benefit letters.
· Your letter on coloured paper that we will have sent you to confirm your appointment.
What happens on the day of my appointment?

On the day of your assessment, please go to the enrolment counter.  We will check your documents that you have brought.  

You can then complete your assessment and talk to one of our tutors.  

What fee will I need to pay?

If you are in receipt of an income based benefit, you can pay the concessionary fee.  The benefits that we can receive are:

· Job Seeker’s allowance 

· Employment and Support Allowance

· Housing/council tax benefit

· Income support

· Working tax benefit (if your household earns less than £15,276 per year)

· Pension Guarantee Credit

Your benefit letters need to be dated within 6 months.

If you are not in receipt of one of these benefits, you will need to pay the full fee.  
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
